Faith is the Foundation

Step 1: Virtue

Virtue is the pendulum that everything in our lives hinges upon. Virtue is
giving our best, completely, without with holding or hiding anything so that
everything we do will be done to perfection. Our True faith is expressed in
our virtues.

Step 2: Knowledge

Knowledge is the tool that gives the believer power to make good decisions
in life and avoid mistakes.
